Town Manager Chad Simons said the town was officially awarded close to $25,000 for body
cameras and police laptops in their Governor’s Crime Commission Grant application submitted
last fall. Mr. Simons said he did not know when the funds would be released, but informed the
Council that the town would have to make a budget amendment regardless due to the fact that
the grant monies are reimbursed.

Fund Balance to Police Capital Outlay for Police Bode Cameras and patrol laptops. Motion
carried unanimously.

Proposed Christmas Bonus for Personnel

current fiscal year due to Covid-19 concerns. Mr. Simons said the proposed Christmas Bonus
would be based on longevity, and would help show appreciation for the town’s workforce. Mr.
Simons said the costs are about $11,500 in the General Fund and $5500 in the Enterprise Fund.
